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Recently, increasing numbers of institutions in Japan are
investing in self-access facilities. The reason behind it is an
awareness of how self-access plays an important role in
promoting language learner autonomy by providing opportu-
nities and support for students to take charge of their
language learning. A range of presentations will examine
current practice in self-access and how it will continue to
contribute to language education in the coming years.
Themes explored at this event will include:

o setting up a self-access facility

o learner involvement in self-access

o advising practice and training

This event is aimed at administrators, language educators and
students who are either currently working in the field of
self-access learning or are planning to establish or work in a
self-access center in the future. Plenary sessions and SALC
tours will be available in both Japanese and English., Other
sessions will be held in English with some Japanese support.

Presentations will be given by experienced educators and
administrators. The event will also feature a student forum
where presentations will be given by students working part
time in self-access centers. Main presenters are as follows:
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The presentations will cover a range of topics related to
self-access learning: considerations for setting up a self-access
center; details of advising and advisor training; and student
involvement in running a center including how they might
support other learners. There will be two forum sessions; one
collaborative initiative featuring representatives from different
SALCs in Japan who discuss academic features of different
centers; and another featuring administrative and student staff
talking about the various roles involved.

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Tours will be conducted by KUIS staff and students. Visitors can
see how the materials are organized and learn about advising,
the curriculum and the systems in place in the SALC at KUIS.
